Dear all

This is being sent out to all Struts and clubs. As you know, the PFA are involved in this event and Engineering are giving talks at the seminars on the Sunday. Our PFA shop will also be there. We are running our Homebuilders tent at the event over all three days, on the same layout as the past rallies.

The organisers are providing a 20m x 20m tent which is the same size as we had last year. A selection of part built aircraft will be on display and there will be the usual demonstrations and welcome desk. This year, we will be incorporating the Club Stands and the Strut Boards within the tent. As the tent is being provided for nothing, we do not have to fund or recoup costs. There will therefore be no charge for the Club Stands which is good news. The Strut Boards have always been free. I assume that the tent will be on grass and that electricity will be provided. More details should be known this week.
STRUT BOARDS

The tent will not have the usual panelling around the perimeter on which to hang exhibits and the “A” frames used to support the Strut Boards are not available, so the Strut Boards will therefore be placed on tables along the walls. Please let me know by the end of April at the latest whether you are providing a Strut Board so that the layout can be finalised. You will need to arrange delivery of the Strut Boards to the site on Thursday and to collect them at the close of play after 5 pm on Sunday as it is unlikely that there will be any storage facilities. If this is a problem, please let me know in advance.
CLUB STANDS

Tables and some chairs are being provided. There will be no “cubicles” as before, so you will be free to create your own display. Again, I will need to know the number of Clubs attending by the end of April so that space can be allocated. 

EXHIBITS

As usual, we want to display examples of part built wood, metal and composite aeroplanes. If you are part way through a build or know someone who is, and you would like to bring the project along, please contact me as soon as possible. 
ENGINE RUNS

Two years ago Ron Webster ran up his own designed and built Whirlwind radial engine on a Fred covering me and anyone else silly enough to stand behind the prop in oil! He says he’s cured the oil leak. Last year, we had four homebuilt converted engines running during the three days of the rally at Kemble. I am hoping to be able to do a similar engine run at this event, probably airside and will see if this is possible. Meanwhile if anyone is interested in bringing along their converted V8 or Fordson major diesel please let me know.
